according to their gifts, talents and 

charisms, to participate in the life of the 

community and to become    partners in

 ... sees to the formation of a  
liturgical committee by which he 
co-ordinates leaders responsible 
for the celebration of the    
Eucharist 

 ... sees to those activities that 
facilitate various forms of prayer 
and ways of gathering the    
community to celebrate the Lord 

 ... promotes new forms of prayer 
and community gatherings 

 ... if necessary, forms a team 
that will share the responsibility 
for this dimension 

 ... is preoccupied with involving 
as many members of the      
community as is possible 

KING 

...who is committed 
 ...helps the community to         

understand Jesus’ preferential 

option for the poor and to make it 

a visible reality 

 ... invites the community to be-

come involved in the battle 

against poverty; the battle for 

peace, the environment and    

international solidarity 

 ,,, encourages the community to 

become personnally involved or to 

those into other groups or organi-

zations —  social, civil and        

community aid 

 ... if necessary, forms a team that 

will share the responsibility for this 

dimension 

 ...is both link and coordinator  

between different teams or     

committees
